Pittsburgh Venue 

Mellon Financial Bldg, Room 1006 
501 Grant Street (old Union Trust Bldg) 
Pittsburgh, PA 15219 

BY CAR 

From Erie and Points North Via I-79 

• On I-79 South: take Exit #21, I-279 Pittsburgh South (just beyond Wexford Exit). I-279 
is approximately 11 miles in length.  

• Approaching the City: Follow the signs for Veteran's Bridge and Civic Arena Take the 
Veteran's Bridge exit. 

• Crossing the Veteran's Bridge: Follow the signs for Civic Arena and 7th Avenue. Get in 
far right lanes.  

• Take the 7th Avenue Exit: At the traffic light turn RIGHT onto Liberty Ave.  
• Look for Grant Street and 5th Avenue 

From the South 

• On I-79 North: Take Exit #14 which is I-279 Pittsburgh North. You are approximately 6 
miles from downtown. Go through the Fort Pitt Tunnel. 

• Exit the Fort Pitt Tunnel: Merge onto Liberty Ave. via exit 6B toward Civic Arena 
• Look for Grant Street and 5th Avenue 

From the West 

• Ohio Turnpike I-80: Then take the PA Turnpike East.  
• Take Exit #3 (Three): Which goes toward Perry Highway and Warrendale 
• Take City South Exit: This is a right turn exit. 
• Follow signs to I-79 South: Stay on I-79 South. 
• On I-79 South: Take Exit #21, I-279 Pittsburgh South (just beyond Wexford Exit). I-279 is 

approximately 11 miles in length.  
• Approaching the City: Follow the signs for Veteran's Bridge and Civic Arena. 
• Crossing the Veteran's Bridge: Follow the signs for Civic Arena and 7th Avenue. Get in far 

right lanes.  
• Take the 7th Avenue Exit: At the traffic light turn RIGHT on Liberty Ave. 
• Look for Grant Street and 5th Avenue 

 

 



From the East 

• PA Turnpike West: Take Exit #6 to Pittsburgh.  
• Follow signs to Pittsburgh: Take I-376. 
• Exit on Grant Street 
• Look for Grant Street and 5th Avenue 

From the Airport 

• From the Airport: Follow signs to Pittsburgh via Route 60. 
• Route 60 Merges: With Parkway (Route 22/30)  
• Parkway (Route 22/30): Leads to I-279 North toward downtown, through the Fort Pitt 

Tunnel. 
• Exit the Fort Pitt Tunnel: Merge onto Liberty Ave. via exit 6B toward Civic Arena. 
• Look for Grant Street and 5th Avenue

BY CAR 

Three major highways, Interstates 79, 90 and 86, are located in Erie County. 

From State College and Harrisburg: Take Route 322 West to Route 220 North to I-80 West 
to I-79 North.  

From Cleveland (west): Take I-90 East into Pennsylvania to I-79 North 

From Erie International Airport/Tom Ridge Field: Turn right as you exit the airport and 
follow Route 5 East for 3.5 miles to I-79 south.  

From Pittsburgh (south): Take I-279 North to I-79. 

BY AIR 

The Erie International Airport, Tom Ridge Field is located just 15 minutes outside of the 
downtown area.

FROM EAST 
Take Rt. 322 Bypass to E College Ave (Rt. 26/State College exit)   
****DO NOT TAKE RT. 322 BUSINESS**** 
Turn left at light (E. College Ave/Rt. 26) 
Proceed over Bypass 
Turn right at second light  -  by Uni-Mart (Millbrook Way) 
*Turn right immediately into College Township Bldg. parking lot 
 
FROM WEST 
Take Rt. 322/Rt 220 (I-99) Bypass to E College Ave (Rt 26/State College exit) 
****DO NOT TAKE RT 322 BUSINESS**** 
Turn right at light (E. College Ave/Rt. 26) 
Turn right at next light by Uni-Mart (Millbrook Way) 
*Turn right immediately into College Township Bldg. parking lot 
 
FROM NORTH 
Follow Rt. 26 (E. College Ave) South over Rt. 322 Bypass 
After Bypass – Turn right at next light by Uni-Mart (Millbrook Way) 
*Turn right immediately into College Township Bldg. parking lot 
 
FROM SOUTH 
Follow Rt. 26 (E. College Ave) North through State College  
On the north side of State College, leaving the downtown area, you will go under  
      University Drive 
Proceed through the next light at Porter Rd. 
Turn left at next light by Uni-Mart (Millbrook Way) 
*Turn right immediately into College Township Bldg. parking lot 
 
The College Township Municipal Building is located at the approximate intersection of the 322 
Bypass and Rt. 26/E. College Avenue.  Parking is available at the front of the building.

FROM POINTS EAST: 
 
Route 78 West to Cedar Crest Blvd. Right turn on Cedar Crest. Go 7 lights to Tilghman St. Right 
on Tilghman to 2nd light (22nd St.) Turn left on 22nd St. the JCC is on the NW corner. 
 
FROM POINTS WEST: 
 
Route 78 East. Exit Route 22 East. Exit Route 22 at Cedar Crest Blvd. Left turns onto Cedar 
Crest and proceed to the 2nd light (Tilghman St.). Left onto Tilghman St. to the 2nd light (22nd 
St.) Turn left onto 22nd. The JCC is on the NW corner. 
 
FROM POINTS NORTH: 
 
Pennsylvania Turnpike South to the Lehigh Valley Exit (#33). After Turnpike exit, take Route 22 
East to Cedar Crest Blvd. Left turn onto Cedar Crest and proceed to the 2nd light (Tilghman 
St.). Left onto Tilghman St. to the 2nd light (22nd St.) Turn left onto 22nd. The JCC is on the 
NW corner. 
 
FROM POINTS SOUTH: 
 
Pennsylvania Turnpike North East Extension to the Lehigh Valley Exit (#33). After Turnpike exit, 
take Route 22 East to Cedar Crest Blvd. Left turn onto Cedar Crest and proceed to the 2nd light 
(Tilghman St.). Left onto Tilghman St. to the 2nd light (22nd St.) Turn left onto 22nd. The JCC 
is on the NW corner.

BY CAR 
From I-95 Southbound or Northbound Take I-95 South to I-676 West. Exit at Broad 
Street/Central Philadelphia Exit. Proceed south on 15th to Cherry St. Turn right onto Cherry St. 
to Ben Franklin Parkway. Turn right onto Parkway. United Way building is between 17th and 
18th Streets and the Parkway. 

From Pennsylvania Turnpike 
Take Exit 24 (Valley Forge/King of Prussia) of PA Turnpike to I-76 (Schuylkill Expressway) 
eastbound to I-676 (Vine Street Expressway). Take I-676 east to Exit at Broad Street/Central 
Philadelphia Exit. Turn right on 15th to Cherry St. Make right on Cherry. Follow Cherry to Ben 
Franklin Parkway. Turn right onto Parkway. United Way building is between 17th and 18th 
Streets and the Parkway. 

From I-476 (Blue Route) Northbound or Southbound 
Take I-76 (Schuylkill Expressway) east to I-676 (Vine Street Expressway.) Take I-676 to Exit at 
Broad Street/Central Philadelphia Exit. Turn right on 15th St. to Cherry St. Turn right on Cherry. 
Follow Cherry to Ben Franklin Parkway. Turn right onto Parkway. United Way building is 
between 17th and 18th Streets and the Parkway. 

BY PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION 

SEPTA REGIONAL RAIL www.septa.org 
Detrain at Suburban Station. Exit Suburban Station at 16th Street. Turn left onto 16th Street 
(northbound.) Proceed one block to Ben Franklin Parkway. Turn left and follow to United Way 
building on right side of Parkway between 17th and 18th Streets. Other public transportation 
options can be found through the Septa website above. 

By Amtrak 
Detrain at Philadelphia's 30th Street Station. Take taxi to 17th and the Parkway.

Somerset County Courthouse, Courtroom #2

Take the Somerset exit off of the PA Turnpike 
 
At the end of the exit you are facing Rt. 601/N. Center Avenue 
 
Turn right on 601/N. Center Avenue 
 
Go to the 2nd Traffic Light= East Union Street 
 
The Courthouse is on the left on East Union Street 
 
Parking:  
Metered Parking is available on the street and in a small, metered lot to the left of the nearby 
church 
 
Access: 
Wheelchair access is through the basement entrance on Court Avenue, which runs 
perpendicular to East Union Street.  Push the intercom button and a Sheriff’s deputy will open 
the door and show you to the elevator.  Take the elevator to the second floor and go left to 
reach Courtroom #2. 
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
