for, such services under title XIX of the Social Security 17

Act on December 3, 2007. Any such action taken by the 18

Secretary of Health and Human Services during the pe-19

riod that begins on December 4, 2007, and ends on March 20

31, 2009, that is based in whole or in part on the interim 21

final rule described in subsection (a) is null and void. 22
